Introduction

The Arkansas Space Grant Consortium (ASGC) comprises 16 four-year universities and colleges throughout Arkansas.  Our primary goal is to educate and familiarize faculty and students with aerospace fundamentals and with research programs and opportunities offered by NASA and the aerospace industry.  We also seek to bring aerospace guest lecturers before the general public and our faculty and students.  Following in NASA’s footsteps, we conduct programs to familiarize and motivate K-12 students with the mathematics and science courses needed to enter aerospace activities at colleges and universities, and to enter high-tech white collar and blue-collar professions in aerospace industries. 

At this time, ASGC is completing its eighteenth years of operation as a Capability Enhancement State.  In these eighteen years of operation, funds have been expended on Research Infrastructure Grants, Undergraduate Scholarships, Graduate Fellowships, General Public Grants, Workforce Development Grants and K-12 Grants.  

The Campus Fund allocation is $15,000 for each of the sixteen campuses.  These funds are to be expended for Research Infrastructure and Student Scholarships/Fellowships.  ASGC also operates programs for General Public/Lecturers, K-12/Outreach and Higher Education.  In addition to the funds allocated to campuses $75,000 has been allocated for collaborative research projects.  Projects are competitively funded to a maximum level of $15,000.  ASGC plans to fund two (2) new project starting May 26, 2012 for Year 22.   

Collaborative Research Allocation

The funds allocated for collaborative research serve as “seed” money to promote research activities that involve cooperation among researchers at two or more ASGC campuses.  The proposed research must be in an area that is funded by NASA.  Information about areas in which NASA is interested can be obtained from ASGC Campus Representatives. All necessary forms may be accessed from our website www.asgc.ualr.edu Campus Representatives can be of assistance in locating potential collaborators on other ASGC campuses and must be contacted prior to submitting letter of Intent. 

Requests for faculty and student stipends, materials, and other research costs will be considered. Collaborative Research Projects will not support travel or equipment.  Requests for travel funds should be made through the Campus Representative.  No equipment may be purchased with any ASGC funds.  The Consortium reserves the right to make adjustments in the proposed budgets of awardees, to ensure that allocated funding is neither exceeded nor underutilized.  The Planning Committee reserves the right to make no awards, if it deems that no suitable proposals have been received.

1. The maximum award for a Collaborative Research Project is $15,000.  However, projects can be funded using both Campus Fund allocations, collaborative research funds and matching funds from each campus involved.  Campus Fund allocations will not be included in the $15,000.
2. Collaborative research funds must be used for partial funding of at least one faculty participant and one student participant from each ASGC campus involved.
3. Requests for faculty stipends will be considered for the summer and for U.S. citizens only.  Faculty stipends will be limited to 6% of base salary from collaborative research funds, and fringe benefits of approximately 20% will be paid in addition to this amount.  Each stipend + fringe request must be matched $1:$1 in cash by the home institution of the faculty member(s) involved.  The matching funds must be provided to the proposed project budget and must not be contingent on summer teaching or participation in summer workshops.  No more than one faculty stipend request per campus and not more that two faculty stipends per proposal will be funded from collaborative research funds. Additional stipend requests using Campus Fund allocations will be considered.  

4. A project is eligible for funding for a maximum of three years.  All funds must be matched $1:$1 by cash or in-kind.  Any Faculty Salary must be matched $1:$1 with cash.
