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                   ASGC Mini-Grants are awarded in the amount of $500. 

Eligibility

A K-12 Mini-Grant may be awarded to any K-12 teacher/administrator who is working with K-12 students in the State of Arkansas.  Subject areas must be in the fields of science, mathematics and computer science as related to aerospace education.

Duration

The K-12 Mini-Grant period is from April 15 through April 14 in the grant year.

Requirements 

The application must contain all pertinent information concerning usage of grant funds, including project title, Arkansas frameworks addressed, and number of students/grade levels affected.  Specific information detailing items to be purchased, and their source(s), is required.
Each requestor must provide a paragraph describing past and present teaching experience.

Once a Mini-Grant has been awarded the recipient will be required to make a final report covering the activities/travel associated with the award.  All receipts must be presented to ASGC at that time. Final Report form will be provided with award letter, and must be returned to ASGC by April 14 of the grant year.
